TERMINOLOGY

The language we use can either

empower or disempower, language

influences our thoughts, actions and

ability to connect with those around

us.

When using the term challenging

behaviour or distressed behaviour, we

must ask who the behaviour is

challenging. Oftentimes we, as

teachers, parents or caregivers, are

the ones being challenged by the

behaviour. This is why we opt to use

terminology such as behaviours that

concern. 

 



BEHAVIOURS
THAT
CONCERN
When the behaviour becomes a

barrier to a child’s participating in

family, educational or care activities,

poses a risk to their health and safety

or those of other people, or anything

done in excess that impacts on the

learning and development of the

child, it is referred to as a behaviour of

concern.

Behaviours of concern may include

aggression, biting, hitting, anxiety,

self-isolation, impulsivity, spiting,

screaming, self-harm or causing harm

to others. 
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
